But Misha’s Vineyard has more than just luck on its side with renowned viticulturalist Robin 
Dicey and internationally-acclaimed winemaker Olly Masters as part of the team, along 
with a spectacularly positioned vineyard on the frost-defying slopes overlooking Lake 
Dunstan. 
 
Misha’s Vineyard entered two wines in the recent Air New Zealand Wine Awards, their first 
wine competition, which saw “The Gallery” Gewürztraminer claim gold and the “Limelight” 
Riesling take a bronze.  
 
“Olly Masters has a stunning reputation for making world-class Pinot Noir from the 
Wairarapa region and he’s proving himself again with his abilities in aromatic white 
varieties and really being able to showcase the wonderful Central Otago fruit” said Misha. 
 
The range of Misha’s Vineyard wines includes the 2008 aromatic whites comprising 
“Limelight” Riesling, “Dress Circle” Pinot Gris, and “The Gallery” Gewurztraminer, as well 
as a collectors’ release of the 2007 “The Audition” Pinot Noir. 
 
These limited-release wines are being launched through the Fine Wine Delivery Company 
with customer tastings scheduled in Christchurch on the 18th November and Auckland on 
the 20th November along with a series of media events.
